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The Grange Hall building is a former school building built in
1837, which ceased to be used in the 1960’s and was subse-
quently used as warehouse space. The reconstruction of the
building entailed the transformation of the existing space into
a larger number of housing units with the preservation of the
historical character through the implementation of modern
elements. In a functional sense, the existing volume of the
building is divided into nine housing units. The partitioning was
achieved by the vertical organization of the space into two
floors and an attic. The bedrooms were designed on the ground
floor and first floor, while the living room, bedroom and kitchen
were designed in the attic. The existing original windows were
retained on the front of the building, while new openings were
designed on the lateral facades. This principle enables each
apartment to have a large glass portal which lets light into the
entire interior space and at the same time forms the entrance
to the apartment. The original fence around the building was
retained, thus forming a common internal courtyard from which
the apartments are accessed. The characteristic shape of the
roof has been retained with a partial reconstruction in order to
achieve a larger living area. The design of the attic required
opening up to the environment, which was done by installing
skylights. In terms of shaping the final form, the contrast
between “old and new"” was avoided and a visual compromise
was reached between the historical architectural elements and
contemporary design.
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
